Degree Requirements for NKU 
To earn a bachelor’s degree at NKU, students must complete a minimum of 120 credit hours 
with at least 45 credit hours numbered 300 and above.

Students 
majoring in Elementary Education must maintain a GPA of 2.75 overall and in major courses 
and earn a minimum grade of C in all education courses.

Students wishing to be certified to teach Social Studies at the secondary level 
must complete the requirements for the B.A. in Social Studies with a Secondary Education 
Certification. No minor is required for this major.
